6:00pm – Meeting called to order by Chairperson Brittany Taylor. Vice-Chairperson Giovanni Ingolia and Board members Seth Connolly, Jane Gawronski, Nancy Taylor, Robert Sullivan, Craig Klein, Ronson Shamoun, Amanda Lopez, Michael Taylor, George Murphy, Tom Gawronski and Landry Watson also present. 

Chairperson Brittany Taylor states that architect for the Ocean Beach Library Extension would like to be added to Meeting Agenda as an Information Item in order to provide update on project. Motion to approve amended agenda by Nancy Taylor, seconded by George Murphy. Approved by consensus. 

Motion to approve January General Meeting minutes as amended by Amanda Lopez, seconded by Nancy Taylor. Motion approved 12-0-1, with Chairperson Brittany Taylor abstaining.

Motion to approve January Project Review Committee Meeting minutes by Michael Taylor, seconded by Ronson Shamoun. Motion approved 7-0-6, with Chairperson Brittany Taylor, Vice-Chairperson Giovanni Ingolia, Amanda Lopez, Nancy Taylor, Landry Watson and Robert Sullivan abstaining. 

Non-agenda Public Comments – Sheila Hardin of the Centre City Development Corporation updates on North Embarcadero Visionary Plan to cover waterfront from Lindbergh Field to Seaport Village. Matt Awbrey of Councilperson Faulconer’s Office announces that Thyme Curtis will be the new representative for Ocean Beach. Board member Craig Klein asks for update on status of medicinal marijuana dispensary regulation, and is informed by Thyme Curtis that the recommendations of the Medicinal Marijuana Task Force are to be considered by the City Council’s Land Use and Housing Committee in March meeting. 

Information Item #001 Ocean Beach Library Extension Project Update                                                                  The City of San Diego is seeking to perform a renovation and expansion of Ocean Beach’s existing historic library. Project architect will update Board and community on recent project activities and future plans. 
Randel Hanna of Hanna Gabriel Wells presenting. Outlines project history and informs that design of expansion is now single-story. States that 80% of library users use non-motorized transportation to reach facility, which assists with need for parking spaces. Landry Watson asks if project will seek a green building certification and is informed that project is likely to pursue a LEED-Silver rating. Community member Dan Morales asks if project will seek to use renewable energy and reclaimed materials and is informed that this may be possible.
Information Item #002 Tsunami Evacuation Signage Project
The City of San Diego Tsunami Evacuation Signage Project has identified over 50 sites for sign placement along the City of San Diego coastline. The signs generally direct traffic on main corridors away from Tsunami Inundation areas as identified by the National Weather Service and the State of California Emergency Management Agency. Some of these signs are being installed in the Ocean Beach area.

Sergeant John Sandmeyer of the City of San Diego Lifeguard Division of the Fire-Rescue Department presenting. Informs that Homeland Security is seeking to implement a comprehensive disaster plan for the region that includes making San Diego a “tsunami-ready city”. Provides potential inundation zone maps and states that Tsunami signage within Ocean Beach part intended to function as part of disaster plan. 
Action Item #003 4737 Narragansett & 4717 Narragansett Map Waiver
Ocean Beach- JO#43-2768 (PROCESS 3) CDP and a MW to convert to ex residential units into condos, including a request to waive the requirement to underground ex overhead utilities, on 0.16 –acre site.  The property is located at 4737 Narragansett Ave in the RM -1-1 zone, the Airport Approach Influence area, FAA Part 77, Coastal Zone (non-appealable) within the Ocean Beach Precise Plan. Ocean Beach- JO#43-2768 (PROCESS 3) CDP and a MW to convert to ex residential units into condos, including a request to waive the requirement to underground ex overhead utilities, on 0.16 –acre site.  The property is located at 4717 Narragansett Ave in the RM -1-1 zone, the Airport Approach Influence area, FAA Part 77, Coastal Zone (non-appealable) within the Ocean Beach Precise Plan. Council District 2.
Pat McCardell presenting. Informs that project is now reduced to four units from previously approved total of six. On-site utilities are underground. Motion to approve as presented by Ronson Shamoun, seconded by Jane Gawronski. Motion is approved 13-0-0.

Action Item #004 Marganian Residence
Ocean Beach -JO# 43-2764 (PROCESS 2) Coastal Development Permit to demolish existing garage and construct a 745 sq ft residence above a new garage on a 0.08 acre site with an existing single family residence at 4958 Saratoga Ave in the RM-2-4 Zone within the Ocean Beach Community Plan, Coastal Overlay (non-appealable), Coastal Height Limit, Airport Approach, Airport Influence Area, FAA Part 77, Residential Tandem Parking. Council District 2. 
Ron Self presenting. Describes project and states that general lack of side windows is due to new code pertaining to setbacks. Clerestory windows that meet setback requirements part of design for proposed residential unit. Motion to approve as presented by Craig Klein, seconded by Ronson Shamoun. Motion approved 12-0-1, with Amanda Lopez abstaining due to not being in attendance for January Project Review Committee Meeting project was covered in.

Action Item #005 4921 Newport Avenue

Ocean Beach Application for a Type 20 Beer and Wine License for the convenience store and deli located at 4921 Newport Avenue. The police and ABC require the Ocean Beach Community Planning Board’s approval in order for the applicant to obtain a Type 20 Beer and Wine license.

Ronson Shamoun recuses self to present as applicant. States that his family has a history of being responsible store 

operators in Ocean Beach, and cites that store location meets necessary permit criteria of convenience and necessity. 

Intends to use half of existing cooler space and small amount of shelf space to sell beer and wine, with no on-site 

consumption of alcohol. Does not feel that permit would lead to increase in crime and is willing to exchange existing 

permit of same type in neighboring Census tract to help mitigate saturation of alcohol retailers in Ocean Beach. 

During public comments, community members Dave Martin and Julie Klein speak in favor of applicant and permit 

request. Community member Catherine Cappellucci questions necessity of another alcohol retailer in neighborhood 

and potential impact of increased saturation on local youth. Ronson Shamoun recuses self for Board comments. Craig

Klein and Giovanni Ingolia cite applicant’s responsibility as a store operator and community member. Seth Connolly 

does not feel that permit will have adverse impact on neighboring businesses. Amanda Lopez cites possible benefit to Newport Avenue. Landry Watson cites need to support local businesses. George Murphy is concerned with amount of cooler and shelf space devoted to alcohol sales.

Motion to approve as presented by Jane Gawronksi. Friendly amendment proposed by Landry Watson to approve contingent on applicant’s existing Type 20 permit in neighboring Census tract being turned in. Amendment accepted by Jane Gawronski, motion seconded by Seth Connolly. Motion approved 12-0-0, with Ronson Shamoun recused. 

Chair Announcements/Correspondence/Meetings – Nancy Taylor presents on behalf of Precise Plan Update subcommittee, and updates on recent changes. Landry Watson states that Sunset Cliffs Traffic Calming Ad Hoc subcommittee will meet during following week. Tom Gawronski updates on Election subcommittee activities and then speaks on behalf of Ocean Beach Historical Society. Motion by Tom Gawronski to resolve that the Ocean Beach Planning Board pledges to produce a preliminary historical survey in cooperation with the Ocean Beach Historical Society. Seconded by Craig Klein, and approved by consensus. 

Motion to adjourn by Amanda Lopez, seconded by George Murphy. Approved by consensus.
