ocean beach planning board

General meeting minutes
Wednesday, March 3rd, 2010 - 6:00 p.m.

6:03pm - Meeting called to order by Chairperson Brittany Taylor. Board members Seth Connolly, Nancy Taylor, Landry Watson, Michael Taylor and Giovanni Ingolia also in attendance. Chairperson Brittany Taylor motions to move approval of past meeting minutes to end of meeting, seconded by Seth Connolly. Motion passes 6-0-0. 

No Non-Agenda Public Comments.

Information Item #001 Dan McAllister Speech 
Dan McAllister, San Diego County’s Treasure-Tax Collector, will be speaking on the local economy, county budget issues, and tax collections in the county. He will also be available to answer any questions from the public. 

Dan McAllister presenting. Outlines redesign of property tax bills, and states that his office is seeking public input on it. Describes online payment option and new contact information for public questions. Would like to increase use of online payment option.

6:15pm - Board member Craig Klein enters.

Craig Klein questions why partial payments not allowed, and is informed that this may change in future. Landry Watson asks about Mills Act, and McAllister states that it is well-intentioned, but costs cities revenue. Landry Watson asks about surcharges for credit card payments and is informed that this reflects charges made to County by credit card companies. 

Chairperson Brittany Taylor motions to re-open Non-Agenda Public Comments and to change agenda's Action Item #001 to an Information Item due to a lack of quorum. Seconded by Nancy Taylor. Motion is approved by consensus. 

In Non-Agenda Public Comments, Sheila Hardin of the Centre City Development Corporation updates on their activities. 
Information Item #002 CDC Update 
Kris Tabaknek from the Ocean Beach Community Development Committee will update the board on current CDC projects. 
Kris Tabaknek presenting. Committee is seeking to break ground on first phase of Ocean Beach Entryway Project this fall. States that they are also seeking to broaden public input on possible new projects within Ocean Beach, including streetside tree planting, a trash installation at Dog Beach and a local women's shelter. 
Information Item #003 Election Subcommittee 
The Election Subcommittee will announce official candidate\s for the 2010 Ocean Beach Planning Board Election. The Subcommittee will also discuss election procedures and ask for volunteers to help run the ballot room. 
Chairperson Brittany Taylor provides official candidate list for OBPB 2010 Election. Candidates include: District 1 - Ronson Shamoun and Landry Watson; District 2 - Dave Sparling and Barbara Schmidtknecht; District 3 - None; District 4 - none; District 5 - Giovanni Ingolia; District 6 - Catherine Cappellucci; District 7 - none. States that Seth Connolly may intend to run as a write-in candidate in District 4 and he confirms. 
Information Item #004 Resource Allocation 
The board will discuss possible year end spending options. These items include an election ballot box/ suggestion box, name plates, official signs, and a request to speak system. 
Chairperson Brittany Taylor states that Board has a current operation budget of approximately $300-400, primarily due to costs for website and printing of materials. Would like to maintain an emergency fund of $500. Outlines possible spending options that include a ballot box for elections, signage, Board member nameplates and a request to speak system for public comments. Local contractor Tom Wilbur offers to provide small-scale work pro bono, if requested. 
Chair Announcements/ Correspondence/ Meetings
Thyme Curtis of Councilperson Faulconer's Office updates on activities and states that Faulconer will support a new Civic Center only if voter-approved this fall. 

Chairperson Brittany Taylor updates on local projects. States that Cox Residence will appeal decision on height variance. States that Pizza Port project at Santa Monica and Bacon Avenues did not appear before OBPB due to determination that proposed structure was deemed by City to be in "substantial conformance" with previous structure. Landry Watson and Seth Connolly question if this is accurate. 

Nancy Taylor updates on Precise Plan Update Subcommittee. States that updates being made to Conservation Element and Economic Prosperity section. Giovanni Ingolia updates on Brighton Street Comfort Station ad hoc subcommittee. Speaking as the board liaison to the Ocean Beach Merchants Association, Craig Klein states that parking red zones may be eliminated on Newport Avenue. 

Chairperson Brittany Taylor motions to table approval of past meeting minutes and Michael Taylor seconds. Motion is approved by consensus. 

Motion to adjourn by Michael Taylor, seconded by Craig Klein. Approved by consensus.
